The GPA Mystery
Cumulative GPA – every grade on the transcript is converted from the numerical scale to the 4.0 scale

A (90+) = 4.0
B (80-89) = 3.0
C (70-79) = 2.0
F (0-69) = 0

We do not convert for college applications.  Colleges are accustomed to seeing the numerical averages.  Many colleges will convert on their own scale.

Core GPA – only English, Math, Science, Social Studies, and Foreign Language courses are counted

HOPE GPA – all English, Math, Science, Social Studies, and Foreign Language course grades are counted:

· All Advanced Placement (AP), Honors, and College courses are stripped of the additional 7 points and converted to the 4.0 scale

· For example, an Honors or College course grade that appears as a 92 on the transcript would convert as: 

92 -7 = 85, and 85 = 3.0

· An AP grade is stripped, converted to the 4.0 scale, and then has a uniform weight of 0.5 added back to the converted grade

· For example, an AP course grade that appears as a 92 on the transcript would convert as:

92 -7 = 85, and 85 = 3.0, plus 0.5 for HOPE = 3.5
· However, 4.0 is a maximum.  If a student earns 102 on his/her transcript in an AP course, it is converted to 4.0, not 4.5

· Overall GPA must be 3.0 for College Prep diploma and 3.2 for      Career Tech diploma

· HOPE GPA’s are not rounded up – 2.99999 is not eligible.
· HOPE does not count high school courses taken in middle school.
