Advanced Photography 2 Syllabus 2009

COURSE DESCRIPTION: The pre-requisites for this course are Introduction to Art and Photo Design 1.
In Advanced photography students learn how to use a 35 mm Photo, study history, create works of art using alternative processes, critique contemporary photos, learn the aesthetics of good design and complete a portfolio of prints. Learning how to create a unique personal voice through the medium of photography will be addressed throughout the semester.
OBJECTIVES:
-Identify and describe photos depicting various subject matter, themes and content.
-Identify photos of similar subject matter depicting representation, abstraction and interpretation through selection of composition, viewpoint and lighting.

-Produce black and white photos using the 35mm process

-Develop photographic print negatives and produce contact print positives

-Produce photos that emphasize selected elements of art and principles of design

-practice responsible, safe and proper use of the photographic tools, equipment, chemicals and processes

-Identify artists who have contributed significantly t the art of photography

-Outline a chronological development of photographic processes from the camera obscura to contemporary photographic processes
-Make and supply judgments about selected photographs based on analysis of evidence in the photograph

-Use the appropriate vocabulary associated with art criticism

UNITS OF STUDY:


1.  Photographic History and Contemporary Photography

2.  Understanding and Using a 35 mm Manual Camera and/or Medium Format Camera

3.  Photographic Images-Exposure, Processing and Composition

4.  Creating Emotional Response with Lighting.

5.  Photographic Image- Portraits or Self Portraits


6.  Independent Body of Work/ Presentation
STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Each student will come to class prepared with any assignment ready for the days work
· Each student must provide his/her own 35mm SLR camera with a manual setting and bring to class each day.
· Each student will clean his or her own work area in classroom and/or darkroom as well as any tools used, before the end of class.   Students who fail to do this will receive detention.

· Students are expected to fulfill a level of professionalism within the class and demonstrate a desire to learn the subject. If a student is warned of a behavior problem more than one time a call home will follow.
· Each student will be required to keep a notebook/ sketchbook of all class handouts, notes and photography assignments.
EVALUATION:   Students will be graded based on their behavior within the classroom. Ability to follow instructions, proper use of tools and materials as well as participation in class discussion will affect a student’s final grade.  Grading is also based on craftsmanship, technique and the completion of the project on time.  Quiz and test scores will be averaged with the final grade.     90-100=A      80-89=B    70-79=C    0-69=F
TEXT USED IN CLASS: The Photographic Eye, O’Brien and Sibley, Chapter 1 and 2
DUE DATES:   NO LATE WORK.  Students are expected to turn in assignments on time. Due dates can always be found on the dry erase board in the front of the classroom
CONSUMABLE MATERIALS: 
The art department will provide all developing chemicals, darkroom equipment and basic consumables for the 18 week course.  Each student will provide his/her own film and light sensitive paper and 35 mm camera. The camera must have a manual setting in order to use.   The teacher will order in bulk at the beginning of the semester therefore allowing for materials to be purchased at a very low rate. Each Arista Edu 400 ISO 24 exp. film roll can be purchased for $2.00 and each box of Arista Edu. RC Matte finish Paper 8 x 10 / 100 sheet box for $34.00 from the teacher .It is estimated that the student will use 8 rolls of film and one 8x 10 box  of paper during the 18 weeks totaling $50.00.  Each student will keep all art works and photographs created in this class.   Please make checks payable to “Alpharetta High School”. 
A visual/ verbal journal/ sketchbook will, also, be needed to record notes and ideas for his course.  See attached letter about sketchbooks.
ABSENCES AND MAKE UP WORK: 

· Students are responsible for ALL information covered in photography class.   If absent students should:

· Ask a reliable classmate what was missed and get notes-students must take daily quizzes even if absent, so get classmates’ phone numbers to call and see what you missed.

· Check the file next to the dry erase board for handouts, etc.

· Talk with the teacher  after class about making up work and view the lab demonstration missed

· Make up all work within 5 school days of the absence.

HELP SESSIONS AND CONFERENCES:   If you fall behind or need extra help, see Ms. Jackson. Help sessions can be arranged before or after school.  Make arrangements to talk about any concerns.  Office hours: Monday-Friday 8:00-8:30am.  Appointments area also available after school..

 RECOVERY- Opportunities designed to allow students to recover from a low or failing cumulative grade will be allowed when all work required to date has been completed and the student has demonstrated a legitimate effort to meet all course requirements including attendance.  Students should contact the teacher concerning recovery opportunities.  Teachers are expected to establish a reasonable time period for recovery work to be completed during the semester.  All recovery work must be directly related to the course objectives and must be completed ten school days prior to the end of the semester.  Teachers will determine when and how students with extenuating circumstances may improve grades
FOR THE RECORD:
The student taking this course will need to provide his/own 35mm SLR camera and pay a “donation” of $50.00 to cover film and light sensitive paper for all assignments. All film and paper will be ordered in bulk the first week of the course. The camera and the donation for the materials will be needed by the end of the first week of the course. Reteaching Instructional Support Experience RISE

RISE is an opportunity for students to relearn concepts from their teachers with individualized instruction.  Sessions are held before or after school in the teacher’s classroom.  All teachers are available for extra help, should a student want or need it.   However, once a student’s average drops below a 75 in a course RISE become mandatory at least one hour a week for that course until the next grading period. Once a student’s average rises above a 75 at the conclusion of a grading period, RISE is no longer mandatory. RISE lunch sessions are available for students unable to attend either morning or afternoon sessions.
