Breadth #1   LINE
Essential question:  How does line exist in your world?

Assignment:  You are to create a piece that creatively reflects your ideas, thoughts and concerns of how line relates to you and your world.

You may want to consider line quality, you can be as literal, expressive or conceptual as you want.

Research:  I would like you to find three artists whose work inspires you.  Please print out examples of the work and make references between the research and your ideas.  Some artists to look at: William Kentridge, Blublue.org, Do Ho, Susan Rothenberg, Iso Papo, Egon Schiele, Algerto Giacometti, Henri Matisse, Richard Estes, Sidney Goodman, Jasper Johns, Cy Twombly and Jim Dine.  These are only a few artists who have work related to and about line or line quality.  Please feel free to explore more contemporary artists!
How to proceed
Brainstorm and or research do which ever feels more comfortable for you to do first.

Make a list of 25 ways line exists for you.  Example: TRAFFIC

Ideas maybe metaphorical or actual

Once you have your list begin to cross out all the ideas you do not like or that you feel are weak or trite. (
Continue to cross ideas off list until you have one to two ideas.

Now you can begin to look at other artists work and ask yourself how they are using line and what does it mean to me?”

Start thumbnail sketches for composition.  Begin to collect references.

Size and Material limitations:

Pieces smaller than 16x20 

any drawing materials of your choice.

2D students remember you must focus on a design problem as well as line.
