	There is great evidence of drawing directly from the subject with close observation.

Objects appear realistic due to the parts being drawn with close attention to proportion and relationship of one part to another
	Most shapes are drawn correctly with the appearance of observation from the subject.

Most proportions and relationships or one part to another indicate drawing from observation of the subject.


	Many of the contours are not accurate and seem to be made up and drawing is not in  proportion

Attempts are made to draw the subject but without looking and drawing directly from the subject.
	Lines are sketchy and are made with little relationship to the subject.

Drawing appears unrealistic with parts shaped incorrectly and relationship of one part to another is incorrect.

Drawing is not finished or not turned in on time.

	Shading  to Show Form -

· Shadows and Highlights show consistent light direction

objects appears to be 3dimensional by gradations of value.

Strong use of contrast is evident
	There is clear indication of form created by tones which curve across the contour of the surface.

The objects show surface contour which appears 3 dimensional.

There are no value breaks and drawing has a sense of contrast
	Some values are used to show form and some follow the contours of the surface of the object.

Some highlights and shadows show consistent light direction.
Objects appear to be more than a flat shape.

There are a few breaks in value and gradation but drawing is very grey in tone and lacks contrast.
	Lines are mainly used as outlines and student does not understand value to create form.
No gradation of value is evident; values are flat and are not consistent in light direction.
Values are flat and muddy.
	Bag appears flat with outlines and no use and understanding of value to create form.
Work is not complete nor turned in on time. 

Values are very muddy.

Too much negative space is not being used in comp.

	Work is crumpled and has many wrinkles, tears and smudges.
