Objective:

The student will be able to complete an expressive drawing in a realistic demonstrating their understanding of black and charcoal on toned paper.

Students will be creating their own images from which to work from.
Students will learn how work with black and white charcoal on a toned ground.
Materials:

Toned charcoal paper
Black and white charcoal pencils

Drawing boards

Kneaded erasers

White plastic erasers

Procedure:

1. Demonstration of  black and white charcoal technique on value scales, spheres and simple objects
2. Students will view a power point presentation of expressive artworks and discuss what makes a piece expressive?  When should a photo stay a photo?  How can you use a visual reference and go beyond the reference?
3. Students will choose the best composition from their drawings and enlarge on to s large piece of toned charcoal paper.
