Photo Design1 is a laboratory course designed to emphasize a broad approach to the study of photography through survey, overview, and introductory experiences.  The principles of photography will be introduced through the use of student built pinhole cameras, using light-sensitive paper, and fundamental darkroom procedures.

OBJECTIVES:
Production of Art:

Students will produce black and white images using the pinhole process.

Students will keep a sketchbook 

Students will develop photographic print negatives and produce contact positives.

Students will produce images that reflect and emphasize selected elements and principles of design.

Students will practice responsible, safe and proper use of photographic tools, equipment, chemicals and processes.

Students will produce a portfolio of 10 images centered on one idea.

Perceptual Awareness:
Students will identify and describe photos depicting various subject matter, themes and content.

Students will identify photos of similar subject matter depicting representation, abstraction, and interpretation through selection of composition, viewpoint, and lighting.

Artistic Heritage:
Students will identify artists who have contributed significantly to the art of photography.

Students will be exposed to the chronological development of photography/ camera obscura to contemporary artists.

Art Criticism:
Students will identify and describe styles and techniques used in the creation of photographs.

Students will propose interpretations of photographs and cited evidence in photographs to support interpretation.

Students will use appropriate vocabulary associated with art criticism.
