The possibilities are endless.  Remember to get close to your subject, change your VIEWPOINT, meter your shots.  Fill the frame.  Keep in mind the five things when composing your images:  The thing it’s self, Time, The Details, The frame and Vantage point. How are you going to create an image that is creative?  How is your mood?
