Printmaking 1&2 Syllabus

COURSE DESCRIPTION The pre-requisites for Printmaking 1 is Introduction to Art and Drawing and Painting 1. Printmaking 1 introduces the art of printmaking using monoprint, relief, collograph, intaglio, and serigraphy (silkscreening).  A variety of media and tools are explored.  The elements and principles of design are used to analyze, design, create, and evaluate prints.  The course combines aesthetics, art criticism, and art history with studio production of prints.
UNITS OF STUDY

1.   Introduction, Overview, Monoprints

2.  Relief Printing

3.  Intaglio Printing

4.  Serigraphy Process

OBJECTIVES

1.  Students will create artwork reflecting a range of concepts, ideas, and subject matter.

2.  Students will use formal qualities of art (elements and principles) to create unified composition and communicate meaning.

3.  Students will understand and apply media, techniques, and processes.

4.  Students will self-evaluate art learning and develop habits of excellence.

5.  Students will develop critical and creative thinking skills and perceptual awareness necessary for understanding and producing art.

6.  Students will reflect on and assess characteristics and merits of artwork.

7.  Students will understand the visual arts in relation to history and culture.

REQUIREMENTS
1.  Sketchbook – Students will keep a sketchbook which will be used as a visual verbal journal.  The sketchbook will be used in class for notes and examples of the theories of design and composition as well as periodic assignments outside of class given by the teacher to reinforce work done in class.  Students are encouraged to sketch whenever possible.

2.  Class assignments, homework, classroom discussions, and activities – Students will complete all class work and homework and participate in class discussions and activities.

NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED

EVALUATION

Students will be given specific objectives and grading criteria for each assignment.  Handouts and specific criteria/rubrics for each assignment should be kept in the students’ art folder.  Students are expected to complete each assignment to the best of his or her ability.  

The total semester grade will be an average of the following parts:
65% Studio assignments completed in class

15% Visual journal assignments, tests, and quizzes

15% Final Exam

5% Participation

Fulton County uses the following grading scale:

A = 100 – 90     B = 89 -80     C = 79 – 70    F = 69 – 0

Parents will be notified by phone or email after 2 zeroes are recorded and/or when the student is in danger of failing.  
DAILY REQUIREMENT:  Bring #2 pencil and sketchbook/ visual verbal journal to class each day.
PROJECT DUE DATES: Students and teacher will determine due dates for each assignment. Students are responsible for meeting the due date. NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED. 
CLEANUP - Students are responsible for taking care of equipment and supplies as well as cleaning up after themselves.  When cleanup time is called, each student must clean his/her immediate area and also the common areas of the room (sinks, counters, tools, etc.) that have been assigned to them on that given day.  The cleanup grade is a part of the student’s Life Skills grade which counts as 10% of the final grade for the class. 

STORAGE OF WORK - Students will be assigned a storage area for his/her artwork.  Any artwork left out at the end of the class or the end of the semester will be thrown away.  Students are held accountable for all work assigned in and out of class.

STUDENT ABSENCE - It is the responsibility of the student to make up all work missed.  It is also the responsibility of the student to obtain from the teacher, any notes, handouts, directions or other information missed due to absence.  Work done by one student may not be copied or shared with another student.  (This includes worksheets done in class which may be used in preparation for a test or sometimes on “Open Notes” tests.)  *See note under HONOR CODE.   If a project is due on a day when the student is absent, he/she is to turn in the assignment on the day that he/she returns to class.  See Student Handbook for make up date deadline following an absence.

CONDUCT - A student will receive a lower conduct grade if the teacher determines that his/her art grade is dropping due to his/her behavior. Repeated misconduct may result in detention or other disciplinary action.

DETENTION - When the student’s behavior interferes with his or her effort to study art, or interferes with other student’s effort to study art, the teacher may choose to assign detention.  Detentions may be assigned for reasons such as the following:  breaking any school rule, not having materials for class, disruptive behavior, tardies to class (see note on TARDIES below) as well as other behaviors that have a negative effect on the learning environment in class.  These detentions will be served at the convenience of the teacher within 3 days of the offense.  Detention not being served will result in disciplinary action being taken by the school office.

TOOLS AND MATERIALS:

Some tools and materials will be checked out to you.  You are responsible for their care.  Lost or damaged tools must be paid for at the end of the semester.
CONSUMABLE MATERIALS- The Chattahoochee  High School art dept will provide basic equipment including a printing press, brayers, gouges, bench hooks and silkscreen frames and basic consumables. An art donation of $30 will contribute to consumable inks, linoleum, zinc and copper plates, silkscreen materials and fine paper set aside for printmaking students. Students will be required to provide their own sketchbook/ journal.  Students may keep all art work created in the class.

HELP SESSIONS AND CONFERENCES:

CHS Plagiarism Statement:  A particular kind of honor code violation occurs with plagiarism.  Plagiarism is defined as the use of another’s words or ideas and the presentation of them as though they are entirely one’s own.  Acts of plagiarism include but are not limited to using words or ideas from a published source without proper documentation; using the work of another student (e.g., copying another student’s homework, composition or project); using excessive editing suggestions of another student, teacher, parent, or paid editor.  Plagiarism on any project or paper at Chattahoochee High School will result in a zero for the assignment, two days of Saturday school, and an Honor Code Violation.  Unless directly stipulated by the teacher, collaboration on written work is not acceptable.  Students who willingly provide other students with access to their work are in violation of the Chattahoochee High School Honor Code. From time to time, students will be required to register with and post assignments to the Fulton County approved plagiarism detection site, turnitin.com.  Should the teacher require posting the particular assignment to turnitin.com, the assignment must have been posted to the website prior to the time the assignment is collected in class or the assignment will be considered late.
 PROVISION FOR IMPROVING GRADES:
Opportunities designed to allow students to recover from a low or failing cumulative grade will be allowed when all work required to date has been completed and the student has demonstrated a legitimate effort to meet all course requirements including attendance.  Students should contact the teacher concerning recovery opportunities.  Teachers are expected to establish a reasonable time period for recovery work to be completed during the semester.  All recovery work must be directly related to the course objectives and must be completed ten school days prior to the end of the semester.  Teachers will determine when and how students with extenuating circumstances may improve grades
