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Ceramics 3:  Semester Projects by Method (This list is tentative and is subject to change.)
Ceramics 3 students are expected to make complete the following list of projects, but must submit a project plan that includes fully detailed plans, project concept, and research. If the project planning deadline is not met, then the project will be assigned.

· Series of 3 – can be either sculptural or functional

· Wheel thrown set – teapot and cups (research the function of teapots and create a set)

· Sculpture – create a figure in clay based on an emotion (research how other ceramic artists create emotion or meaning through their work – what are some ways in which they show this in their work – how will you show this?)

· Vase – create a vase with an incised exterior (research ceramic artists that use vase forms – how are they different depending on their function – How will you design yours?)

· Texture and negative space  - Research a ceramic artist that makes good use of both texture and negative space.  Create a sculptural work that makes innovative use of both texture and negative space.  Attempt to “defy” gravity with this work.  Clay is a very heavy medium, find a way to make it look light and  “airy”. 
· Ceramic work of your choice – Research a ceramic artist that you relate to aesthetically.  Look at the way they construct their work, the way they treat the surface of their work and any other technical qualities.  Design a work that is inspired by the artist you chose.  Do not COPY their work, find a way to do something that relates to their work in some way or is inspired by their work.
