Wheel Throwing
You will have 7 days to work on the wheel.  The schedule is as follows:  

Day 1:  Demo on Basics of Wheel Throwing and Clean up

Practice centering and pulling

Day 2:  Practice centering and pulling – throw at least one clean cylinder at least

6 inches tall

Day 3:  Begin throwing your set – you need two cups, a set of 3 stacking bowls and a pouring vessel

Day 4:  Demo on altering wheel thrown vessels and trimming – throw your pieces

Day 5:  Throw your pieces

Day 6:  Last day to throw

Day 7:  Trim pieces 

Your assignment is to make a set that includes at least the following:  2 cups, set of 3 stacking bowls and a pouring vessel.  You will be graded on design and throwing technique but mainly craftsmanship.  

Sculptural Non Objective Slab Designs
You will have 14 days to work on Sculptural Designs.  The schedule is as follows:

Day 1, 2 , 3 and 4:  Design Page in Journal

Day 5 and 6:  Roll Slabs – Make Templates

Day 7 :  Begin Designs

Day 8 - 13:  Work on Design

Day 14:  Last Day to work on Design

For Days 1 – 4 you will be working on a journal assignment that will include both research pages and design pages.

For your research page you need to include the following in a 2 page spread:

For your design page include the following in a 2 page spread:  Verbal and Visual plans for the inspiration of your piece.  Discuss the visual element and principle that you plan to display in your work.  Show how you will use piercing in your work.  Also, include at least 4 views of your idea in sketch form.

Your journal pages (a total of 4 pages) will be due on the 4th day at the end of the period.

The following 2 days, you will begin by rolling slabs and then make templates to use for your design.  

On Day 7 you need to begin your design.  Begin by creating a base that works with your design.  Next begin to build upwards with your slabs.

You will have day 7 – 14 to complete this work.  When you are finished, place your piece to dry in the kiln room to be bisque fired.  

You will be graded on the following:  Brainstorming/Planning, Design, Technique and Craftsmanship. 

Tiles/Glazing 

You will have 7 days to complete this assignment.  The schedule is as follows: 

Day 1:  Design Page in Journal - You will need to create at least 6 design ideas for the six tiles.  (You need to have exact scale design ideas) Out of the design ideas, you will need to choose your best one.  Chose one on that makes good compositional use of line and repetition.  You will use this same design on each of your tiles.  If you do not complete on day 1, it will be finished for homework.  DUE AS YOU ARRIVE ON DAY 2.
Day 2:  Roll Slabs for Tiles - Next you will concentrate on rolling a slab that will allow you to cut 6 square tiles that measure 4 x 4 inches – Wrap lightly so that they will partially dry out.   
Day 3:  Begin working on Tiles – start by cleaning off the canvas print first.  Then go in order of the tiles listed below.  
Day 4 - 7:  Work on Tiles – due at end of period on 7th day

The surface of the tiles will be treated as follows – each tile will need to be labeled with the technique on the bottom:  

Tile 1:  This tile will be done using a wax resist and an overglaze.  First, place your plain flat tile in kiln room to be bisque fired.  Once fired, you will paint your design on the tile using the wax resist.  Once it is dry, you will paint your choice of color of overglaze on top.

Tile 2:  This tile will be done using Underglaze and a Blackwash.  You will start by scoring coils on to your tile to create your design.  Next you will use your choice of underglazes to add color to your tile then place in the kiln room to be fired.  Once fired, you will add the blackwash and wipe off – place in kiln room to be fired

Tile 3:  This tile will be done using stain.  Again, you will start by scoring coils on to you tile to create your design.  Now put in kiln room to be bisque fired.  Once fired, apply stain and wipe off enough to expose high areas.  Stain will stay in cracks and creases.  

Tile 4: This tile will be done using Raku.  Either carve or add coils to create your design.  Put in kiln room to be bisque fired.  Once fired, choose Raku glaze of your choice – apply at least 3 layers.

Tile 5:  This tile will be done using the Mishima Technique.  You will use a loop tool to carve your design into the tile.  Next you will be filling the carved out area with colored slip.  Next you will use __________-
Tile 6:  This tile will be done using the Sgraffito technique.  You will paint the entire tile your choice of color of underglaze.  Next you will very lightly draw your design into the tile and then use a loop tool to carve out the design.
Glaze Experiment
You will have 7 days to complete this assignment.  The schedule is as follows:
