Computer Art 1: Unit 3, Color Communication
Lesson: Social Commentary
Project Objectives: Students will:

· Use digital techniques to produce emotion in art 
· Create a work that communicates an idea of a social commentary
· Include a symbolic images
· Include some images that they have taken on their own

· Use the elements and principles of design to communicate meaning and produce a unified composition.

· Thumbnail sketches and research on ideas
Reference: 

Motivation: To introduce students to artists who’s work shows emotion and function (in meaning)
Project Materials: Computers, Photoshop, Digital Camera

Main Project Directions:

1. Students will summarize the influence of digital media on society, and the role of computer technology in art, careers, and society from the teacher lesson and power point in their journal.

2. Research on the world wide web three artists that use digital technology to create art that emphasizes cultural significance and historical references and summarize the information in their journal

3. Brainstorm multiple solutions to the design problem in a series of 6 thumbnail sketches before beginning the artwork

4. Teacher demo on how to use digital camera

5. Student will take picture of their eye and import it into Photoshop

6. Teacher demo on how to make it a black and white image and how to get it to be just an outline

7. Have student save and print

8. From there, teacher will copy image for students so that they can transfer it only drawing paper

9. Teacher demo on traditional art techniques

10. Students will work on creating three pieces to work together as a triptych that uses both traditional and digital methods.
