Lesson: Value to Model Forms

Project Objectives: 

· Student will produce a Value Scale using rendering, hatching and cross-hatching.

· Student will use view finder to help find a good composition for drawings of forms.

· Student will combine contour and value in drawing forms from direct observation.  
Project Materials:
Pencils, Erasers, Paper, Geometric Forms, Lights

Main Project Directions:

1.  Create a Value Scale – Show at least 8 different Values, gradually going from Light to Dark 
2. Draw each Geometric Form (Cube, cylinder, cone, and sphere) from observation 
3. Create at least 3 thumbnails using viewfinder  - choose the best composition

4. Draw the set up still life from observation using the full value scale
