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Content: This is the fourth course in a sequence of courses designed to provide students with a rigorous program of study in mathematics. It includes analysis of functions, rational functions, unit circle trigonometry, graphs and inverses of trigonometric functions, trigonometric identities and equations, vectors, sequences and series, central limit theorem, and margin of error & confidence levels.  The course will involve hands-on learning tasks, technology-based exploration and direct instruction.

Required Materials: Textbook, paper, sharpened pencils, three- ring binder with dividers.   

Optional Materials: If you purchase a graphing calculator, a TI-83+ or TI-84 is recommended. Graphing calculators are powerful mathematical tools.  Through their use students can visualize problems more quickly, discover mathematical properties, and validate their work done with pencil and paper.  They must be used appropriately.  Graphing calculators are not substitutes for students learning mathematical concepts and processes.  They are to be used to enhance student learning. Calculator Arcade game playing is not permitted.
There is a set of calculators for students to use in the classroom.  In order to ensure security, students that opt to use their own calculator may have the memory cleared before and after a test is given in class. Calculators which are more powerful and more sophisticated than the TI-84 may not be used on a test.

Quizzes:  Quizzes will be given periodically.  Most will be announced 1-2 days in advance. 

Homework:  Homework is assigned daily.  Students are expected to write each question, draw all pictures, show all work, and correct their mistakes.  No late homework will be accepted.

There will be a cumulative final exam at the end of the semester.

All recovery work must be directly related to course objectives and must be completed ten school days prior to the end of the semester. Teachers will determine when and how students with extenuating circumstances may improve their grades.

CHATTAHOOCHEE HIGH SCHOOL POLICY:

After a minimum of two (2) major grades have been earned, recovery is available to students with a cumulative grade below 74%.  The maximum grade a student can earn for a recovery activity is 70%.  There will be only one recovery opportunity per failed major assignment or test.  The individual student must initiate the process within five (5) days of notification of a failing grade on a major assignment/test.

Procedure for recovery in Mathematics classes at CHS:  To improve a test grade by recovery the student must make corrections to the failed test on another sheet of paper and/ or complete additional questions selected by the teacher and retake a different form of the test within 10 school days of return of the test.  The grade from the original test and the Retest will be averaged to earn a maximum score of 70%.

Home Access (Formerly Parent Connect): This is a great way to keep up with your student's grades.  You will be able to periodically check his/her grade.  Please remember that it may take a few days to actually enter all grades into the system.
