HARLEM RENAISSANCE BROCHURE

Harlem is having its annual Harlem Renaissance festival, and they have hired you to come up with a brochure for all of the tourists that will be coming to Harlem to learn about the Harlem Renaissance.  You are responsible for designing a brochure that highlights the different artistic elements that made up the Harlem Renaissance.  

 Basically, all you have to do is gather the information and put it in a brochure and make it look “jazzy.” Remember, the Harlem Renaissance was from 1920-1939, so try to make your brochure look like it was created back then. 

The layout of the brochure is entirely in your hands. Here are the different elements your team must research:

Jazz Expert: Your job is to write a brief article on the Jazz scene during the Harlem Renaissance. You must list at least one Jazz club that was popular in Harlem and who the major Jazz musicians were during the Harlem Renaissance. Along with this, you must also find three visual images that depict the Harlem Renaissance Jazz scene. Good Luck!

Poetry/Literature Expert: Your job is to write about the poetry/literature of the period. What were some of the themes that the poets wrote about? Who were the major poets of this time? Also, you must add three popular poems that came out of the Harlem Renaissance and add this to your part of the brochure. Good Luck!

Art Expert: Your job is to write about the art that came out of the Harlem Renaissance. What was unique about the style of art that came out of this time period? Who were some of the major artists to come out of this time period? Aside from answering these questions, you must provide at least three examples of art from the Harlem Renaissance. Good Luck!

Each brochure must have:

· A List of At least 3 major figures related to the movement

· 3 photographs/pictures representative of the movement. 

· A 4-6 sentence explanation of the time period, setting, and elements of The Harlem Renaissance in general.
