	Things to think about

	1.  WHO?


	· Is the name of the site’s author shown?

· Is the author an expert? Verify this by checking their qualifications or contact information. 

· Is the author and the site connected to a reliable organization with a good reputation for information in that area? (i.e.– doctors might be associated with a hospital or medical association)



	2.  WHAT?


	· Is the purpose of the site clear? (i.e.- is it created for information or to sell something?)

· Does the site clearly explain its topic?

· Information on the site is easy to read and understand?



	3.  WHY?


	· Is the information supporting only one point of view or is it balanced?

· Is the point of view fair?

· Does the site contain advertising or sell a product?

	4.  WHEN?
	· Is there a date on the page to show when it was created?

· Do the links work? (Test them)

· When was the site last updated? Is it current or not?

	5.  HOW?


	· Is it easy to get around the site?

· Are there errors that are easy to spot?

· Can the information on the site be confirmed by using other sources?



	If you can check off most points under each category, it is probably a valid site to use.
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
