--What is the purpose for the editorial section of a newspaper? Why would different opinions be as important as unbiased reporting? 


--How does a breaking news story differ from a feature story? Why does the time of the reporting make a difference to how the story is reported? 


--When you watch, listen to or read news reports of war events, what facts and details do you expect the story to include? What specific details and facts should the story cover? How are opinions expressed? 


--Do you feel it is important to consult news sources from more than one country or region about specific news topics or in general? Why or why not?
