	Conclusion

(16 points possible)
	The conclusion is strong; leaves the reader with a feeling that she under-stands what the writer is "getting at."
	The conclusion is recognizable and ties up almost all the loose ends, but it largely restates thesis.
	The conclusion is recognizable, but does not tie up several loose ends.
	There is no clear conclusion, the paper just ends.

	Structure

(8 points possible)
	The paper is well organized and easy to follow.
	The paper shows signs of organization, but some transitions are weak or missing.
	There is little evidence of an organizing structure for the paper OR it lacks transitions OR does not have paragraphs.
	There is no evidence of organization.  The information presented lacks unity and coherence.

Essay Question Choices:  CHOOSE ONE
A)  Khaled Hosseini vividly describes Afghanistan, both the privileged world of Amir’s childhood and the stricken country under the Taliban. How did his descriptions differ from ideas that you may already have had about Afghanistan? What cultural differences become evident in the American passages of the novel? How easy do the Afghans find it to settle in the U.S.? Compare the social structures of Amir’s life in Afghanistan vs. those he encounters in America. 
B)  When Amir and Baba move to the States their relationship changes, and Amir begins to view his father as a more complex man. Discuss the changes in their relationship. Do you see the changes in Baba as tragic or positive?
C) During their argument about his career path, Amir thinks to himself: “I would stand my ground, I decided. I didn’t want to sacrifice for Baba anymore. The last time I had done that, I had damned myself.” Why is Baba disappointed by Amir’s decision to become a writer? What has Amir sacrificed for Baba? What has Baba sacrificed for Amir ? How has Amir “damned himself”? 
All Essays Should Have:

-An inviting introduction, or “hook”

-A conclusion that does more than simply restate your thesis

-Supporting evidence from the film that shows rather than tells the reader why your point is valid

You will need to have evidence of some form of prewriting, and your final draft needs to be 5-6 pages in length (double spaced, fronts only).  If you finish early, be sure to go back and check your work for spelling and grammatical errors.
