This could be a passage that captures the author’s writing style, a very engaging passage, etc. Your presentation should last approximately five minutes. Minimum: 3 minutes, Maximum: 6 minutes. You will lose points for being under 3 minutes or over 6, so be sure to rehearse ahead of time!

II. Style.
