Project Expectations (Hayes- Schierholz)
Due Date:  Friday, May, 13th 2011
Directions:  You will choose your own groups of four for this project.  Also, you will be doing a Written AND Creative response.
Written Responses (Choose One):

1. Write the scene from a book from a different point of view. Take an entire story (or part of it and write a version as someone else would tell it. (For example the third pig in "The Three Little Pigs" might say, "I told my brothers that  straw and sticks just wouldn't do. Those are no protection from a hungry wolf. Now me, I'm using bricks!").  Be sure you use the diction and writing style of the author.  Your scene should appropriately fit in with the book.

2. Rewrite the ending of the book, altered from the original version.  Be sure you use the diction and writing style of the author.  Your scene should appropriately fit in with the book.

3. Write a promotional campaign for a movie about a book. This could include newspaper ad, radio or a television commercial.  This should be persuasive.  Also, be careful to not give away key endings in the novel.

4. Write newspaper/TV news stories about main events in the story. This activity may center on human interest stories or climactic events in the novel.  This should be written in the most realistic manner possible.  

5. Put the book on trial for potential censorship. Write why the book should and should not be censored.  This should be written like a court transcript with a prosecution and defense.
Written Project Requirements:  1-1/2 full pages, Typed, Double Spaced, Times New Roman Font, and must have specific references to the text.

AND….

Creative Response (Choose One):

1.  Make a new book jacket. It should include an attractive picture or cover design, a summary of the book, information on the author and illustrator, and information about other books by the author.

2.  Make a collage (poster board size) to illustrate theme or mood. Use pictures, news paper clippings, drawings, etc.

3. Make a poster about your book that resembles posters you see that advertise movies. Be sure to use graphics and fonts that parallel the story.

4. Read a scene with special effects. Choose a particularly interesting passage and read it with a musical background or sound effects. Record it on iTunes (or the like) and put onto a CD.

5. Put together a cast for the film version of a book. Imagine the director/producer wants a casting director to make recommendations. Decide who would be the actors and actresses. Include photos and descriptions of the stars and tell why each is "perfect" for the part. Use a Powerpoint presentation to explain your selections.

6. Create a song list of 7 songs that a particular character would have created for her/himself. In addition to burning the songs onto a CD, create a visually appealing CD jacket that has the character’s name on the front (and the name of the novel), and include the names of the songs and 3-4 sentence explanations on why the character would have selected each song.
