Essay Question 

You have the option to bring in a 3 x 5 inch note card with PREWRITING ONLY for your essay.

Choose one of the following questions and write a 3-5 paragraph response (on a separate sheet of paper) based on your understanding of the novel. Be sure to use paragraphs, have a clear introduction and conclusion, and support your assertions with examples from the text.  Essays will be assessed on both the quality of the writing as well as demonstration in your essay that you have read and understand the literature selection.

Choice 1) 
Khaled Hosseini vividly describes Afghanistan, both the privileged world of Amir’s childhood and the stricken country under the Taliban. How did his descriptions differ from ideas that you may already have had about Afghanistan? What cultural differences become evident in the American passages of the novel? How easy do the Afghans find it to settle in the U.S.?  Compare the social structures of Amir’s life in Afghanistan vs. those encounters in America.
Choice 2) 
It is Amir’s dearest wish to please his father. What fuels this wish? To what extent does he succeed in doing so and at what cost? What kind of man is Baba? How would you describe his relationship with Amir and with Hassan? How does that relationship change, and what prompts those changes?
