Course Description: The purpose of this course is to provide the student with an understanding of how living organisms interact within their environment and the either harmful or beneficial relationship that exist between an organism and its habitat.  Particularly the subject of environmental science incorporates human interactions with their associated environments. It is the goal of environmental science to provide the students with the tools necessary to build a sustainable society. This semester the area of focus will be on examining the importance of clean air and land and how we currently deal with pollution and waste management. The students will also appraise the energy resources used today. Lastly the students will have the knowledge to formulate a plan to achieve a sustainable society.  Environmental science is a lab based course therefore the students will further their skills in science through the use of laboratory techniques and scientific research.
 

In addition to learning about environmental science, evaluation and review of the concepts involved in the Georgia High School Graduation Test will occur during the semester, in hopes of better preparing the student for passing the science portion of this test. The Georgia High School Graduation Test is the week of March 17th- 20th.

45% Test and Quizzes, Performance Assessment: At least one test will be given at the end of each unit. Some units will require more than one test to assess the material. A test will come from the material included in that unit, being any homework assignment, lab, notes, quizzes, etc... If you miss a test, you should make up the test within one week of your return. Missed test are graded as a recovery grade if the test is not made up by the end of the next unit. This semester you will do three performance assessments one at the end of each unit. 
 
20%Laboratory Activities: Labs will be performed at least once a week. All labs will be completed and turned in by the deadline, which will be at the end of a unit. Late labs will be accepted at a 10 point reduction per day. If you are absent for a lab then please see your instructor for make-up work. 
 
 
 
 
 
10% Homework, Class work: Homework will be assigned when extra time and preparation is needed to learn material. Homework will be checked and collected on a random basis. Class work will be graded on a random basis as well. Late class work and homework will be accepted for half credit. If you are absent it is your responsibility to get the work you have missed.
 
10% Eco-log : The Eco-log will be an ongoing portfolio containing current events, summaries, and other assignments. Instructions will be given as well as a rubric to help define the portfolio. The portfolio will be due on May 14th. 
 
15% Final Exam: This will be a comprehensive exam covering all the units and standards covered throughout the semester.
 
Make-up Policy: Make- up work for an absence follows the Fulton County guidelines. For every one day absent you have one day to make up the work.
