Biological Components 

Producers ( Autotrophs make their own food  from compounds in the environment.  Mostly green plants, Algae, Phytoplankton (Oceans); Most capture sunlight for photosynthesis.  Specialized producers (Bacteria) use Chemosynthesis. 

Consumers (  Heterotrophs feed on other organisms.  Decomposers break down organic materials.  Insects, Fungi, and Bacteria help to return nutrients to the Earth (Soil).  Critical to any ecosystem; Return nutrients to cycle. 
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
